Topics scheduled to be explored throughout the weekend include sustainable business management, eco-
logical and regenerative production practices, farmer health and wraparound supports, agricultural policy,
and Indigenous food sovereignty.

Organizers say the mixer aims to foster collaboration and strengthen relationships within the farming
community. Participants are encouraged to come prepared to share resources or opportunities -- such as
employment, land access or specialized skills -- and to identify areas where they are seeking support,
including tools, crop planning models or mentorship.

The theme of this year’s event is “Resilience in Relationships,” highlighting the role of community con-
nections in supporting farmers and navigating change within the agricultural sector.
